Shape of Room
Can Be Changed

It the shape of the room rather |
than the size is your problem, |
there's a solution to that, too.

I the room is long and narrow
try doing three walls with a plain
colored or a small-patterned paper
and then accentuating the fourth
wall with a dark color or a bold
pattern.
