“From the 16.4 acres previously ac-
quired by our Board for the Baptist
Hospital site on the Southern By-
pass between Narrow Lane Road and
Woodley Road, we have deeded a
small tract to the Alabama Society for
Crippled Children and Adults on
which to build a clinic, These two
buildings will be the nucleus of a
fine Medical Center which will serve

Because the skin accumulates dirt
more rapidly in summer than in win-
ter, frequent bathing is advisable.
