A draft law,-of course, it a bare minimum as a de-
fense measure. it simply provides a flow of replacements
for armed forces stationed in America and around
the globe? It does nothing to build a backlog of trained
men for a major military emergency.

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|"down the drain as impossible of enactment in a Congress
which has many men who prefer to face reality only when
disaster is upon them.

What remains is a plan that would boost today's re-
serve of 700,000, composed largely of veterans, to 2,900.-
000 by 1960. This measure won overwhelming approval
from the House Armed Services Committee and was
whipped through the House by voice vote. It coes not
contain the antisegregation feature which tripped up 2
similar bill more than & month ago.

Rep. Adam Powell of New York pleaded for his
antisegregation amendrhent which was defeated 161 to
52. If he had succeeded the plan clearly would die 2
second death.

President Eisenhower wisely spoke out against insert-
ing this feature in a reserve bill The piace to settle the
segregation issue is in the larger area of life, not in the
armed reserves. The need for trained reserves is too great
Jior a program to be hamstrung by social issues which

reach far beyond its bounds.
