This blunt question was asked in
a statement published by the Great

y. — A
brick-laying machine—claimed by its
Inventor to be capable of laying bricks
four times faster than by hand—will
be given its first public demonstration
here September 29.

Engineers who have seen the ma-
chine in operation say it will have
farreaching effects on future con-
struction.

All detalls of the machine and its
opefation will be made public at the
demonstration to be held at Hunting-
don College. Maj. Gen. Lewis A. Pick,
chief of the Army engineers will
make the major address at the demon-
stration.
Some 5000 invitations to engineers
and architects all over the nation have
been mailed out by the Montgomery
Chamber of Commerce for the dem-
onstration.

The Inventor, Paul H. Sommers,
formerly of St. Louls, Mo., and now a
member of the Hodgson-Sommers
Construction Co., here, has worked
on the machine for the past several
months.

Sommers claimed that the machine
could lay bricks at a rate of 2000 a
day when operated by a common lab-
orer.

We would not have had
any of this trouble if instead of low-
ering prices, we had raised them and
pocketed the difference.”
